Governor Palin,

Attached are the State Statute and contract Article that the Department of Administration is
interpreting to justify voiding the monetary terms of the recent Correctional Officers’
arbitration.

Governor Palin, I hope that you can see that the State does not have the authority to void the
Correctional Officers’ arbitration decision, which would take away the cost of living raise,
money for health insurance, and other monetary items that was awarded to them in the
Binding Interest Arbitration decision.

Article 33 clearly states that the funding must be “rejected” for the arbitration to be voided
and for the parties to return to negotiations. The Legislature did not reject the funding for the
arbitration.

Our hope is that you will then change your course of action, pay Correctional Officers come
July 1*" and then seek any Supplemental that may be necessary next session.

You sent out a proclamation on Correctional Officer week, thanking us for our good work.
As Class 1 employees we cannot strike. We honored the process and went to binding
arbitration on our contract. It would be great for Correctional Officer Week if you would

announce that you will honor the process too and not attempt to void our interest arbitration
award.
